There was a discussion regarding the set-up of awards night. It is felt 

that academic awards go by far too quickly and a large amount of time 

is spent on sports. It was felt that academics should be placed first and 

foremost in our school.

Ministry requires schools to go from a ratio of 22:1 to 28:1 within the 

next 4 years.
