Which electives should I choose?

⚫ Everyone must complete one Phys. Ed 
credit in high school

⚫ Everyone must complete one Arts credit in 
high school

⚫ Every arts course in grade 11 has a grade 
9 or 10 pre-requisite.  To give yourself 
lots of options consider taking different 
arts in grade 10 than you took in grade 9. 

⚫ French in grade 10 is an elective.

Choose your courses

English you can only take grade 11 College 
or grade 11 Workplace English. 

⚫ To move to University level you would need 
to speak to a Guidance Counsellor since 
you do not have the required pre-requisite
